D.C. UNITED vs. REAL SALT LAKE 
RFK MEMORIAL STADIUM, Washington, D.C. 
April 26, 2008 | 7:30 p.m. ET (CSN-DC; KUTV-2) WEEK # 5 | GAME # 31  
 
Two weeks ago, D.C. United and Real Salt Lake met at Rice-Eccles Stadium, and the result was a stunner, Real 
winning for the first time on the season in a 4-0 triumph, their third consecutive win against United at home. 
United come into the game off back-to-back losses and in seventh place in the Eastern Conference, mirroring last 
year’s start that ended in a Supporters’ Shield. Real followed the win against D.C. with the first game of this two-
game road swing, a 1-0 loss last Saturday at Toronto FC.

• This is the second of two meetings on the year between the teams, both coming in just two weeks’ time, as 
Real make their lone visit to East Capitol Street. 

• The teams split the season series a year ago, each holding serve on their home ground. 
• Real Salt Lake have won the last three meetings with United at Rice-Eccles Stadium. In 2006, the loss 

snapped a 14-game unbeaten streak for United (they went on to win just twice more over the rest of the year), 
while in 2007, the win was RSL's first of the season, in its 12th game. 

• D.C. United have never lost to RSL at RFK Stadium, Real getting a point in a 2006 draw.

LAST MEETING (MLS): 
4/12: RSL 4, DC 0 (Beckerman 12, 77; Espindola 19; Findley 87) 

• Within 20 minutes at Rice-Eccles Stadium two weeks ago, RSL had jumped out to a two-goal lead. In the 12th 
minute, Kyle Beckerman ripped a low shot from just outside the area after racing up the middle unmarked to 
collect a return pass, beating United goalkeeper Jose Carvallo. 

• Then in the 19th minute, a long ball was looped into the penalty area from midfield, and Fabian Espindola 
corraled it on the bounce before banging a volley from an angle off Carvallo and into the goal. 

• Real put the game away with two late goals. Beckerman scored his second 12 minutes from the end when 
Findley laid back a ball at the top of the box and the RSL midfielder lashed it home inside the right-hand post. 
Then in the 87th minute, Findley took advantage of a weak header aimed back for Carvallo, popping it over the 
'keeper and into the empty net.

LAST MATCH 
• D.C. United were returning home after a 4-0 thrashing at Real Salt Lake, while the Crew were back on the road 

after winning for the second time in two starts at their Crew Stadium home, defeating Chivas USA 4-3. 
• The Crew struck first, opening the scoring in the 32nd minute. Guillermo Barros Schelotto slipped the ball to an 

overlapping Frankie Hejduk, and his low drive into the goalmouth was bundled over the line by Alejandro 
Moreno, who slid in just ahead of a United defender. 

• Ten minutes later United drew level. Luciano Emilio played provider, continuing the ball's path from left flank to 
right, and defender Bryan Namoff came storming into the right side of the area to rip the ball goalward first-
time, taking a deflection off a sliding Crew defender on its way past Will Hesmer. 

• But barely a minute later the Crew once again were in front. Adam Moffat looped a cross from the right corner 
over goalkeeper Zach Wells and into the goalmouth, where it bounced off the head of United defender Gonzalo 
Peralta -- trying to fend off the crashing Moreno -- and into the net. 

• United boss Tom Soehn made three changes from his first XI in the 4-0 loss to RSL as he returned to his first-
choice group. Back in were Zach Wells, Gonzalo Martinez and Marcelo Gallardo, replacing Jose Carvallo, 
Domenic Mediate and Rod Dyachenko.

• “I didn’t think we were as sharp as we needed to be. We talked all week about breaking them down, and 
making sure that [Guillermo Barros] Schelotto and [Alejandro] Moreno on the counter attacks didn’t hurt us. We 
gave them way too much space and they punished us for it,” Soehn said. 

TEAM NEWS 
• As much as United has tried to avoid it, the club has once again seemingly been afflicted with the “CONCACAF 

hangover” that affects MLS clubs after participating in the CONCACAF Champions’ Cup in the opening weeks 
of the league campaign. Houston, the league’s other participant this season, has started the season without a 
win in their first four matches. 

• “We found openings, we just didn’t finish our chances, and that seems to be the saga the last few games,” said 
Soehn. “So I don’t want to keep going back to tired legs, because it’s getting old for me. But we need to rest, 
and then this week we’re going to work really hard to make sure we’re clinical in the areas we need to be 
clinical in.” 

• The match had been dubbed as the “Yankee SuperClasíco”, matching Argentinean playmakers who had faced 
each other in the big derby of the Pampas – Boca Juniors (Schelotto) vs. River Plate (Gallardo). 

• It hurts more to lose a game at home than to lose a dinner [previous bet],” Gallardo said. “Of the four games, 
we’ve lost three – not what we had hoped. We all wanted to get a good result but we don’t have to get 
desperate, we have to work to correct our mistakes.” 

• A year ago, United suffered through an 0-3-1 stretch to begin the season. Included in this year’s 1-3-0 start is 
the 4-0 loss to Real Salt Lake, the fourth match in a five-match string over 20 days. 

• “We’ve been through a tough stretch. I feel this is déjà vu from last year,” said Soehn. “We’ve got a long week 
coming up and we’re going to work hard to make sure we are where we need to be, because we’re not there 
yet.” 

• Looking to give the attack a jumpstart, United signed former New York Red Bulls striker and Liberian 
international Francis Doe to a contract. While he is not expected to be available for Saturday, he could be in 
uniform for the match in Colorado the following weekend. 

• “In the time that we’ve had him, he’s given us a different dimension than some of the other guys we have,” said 
Soehn. “He’s dynamic with his pace, holds the ball well and he’s finished [well] so far. On that side, you like 
adding a piece that you don’t have and you want to see what he turns into, having him in our system for a 
while.” 

• Soehn was also quick to add that Doe’s addition was not an indictment of 2007 MLS Golden Boot winner 
Luciano Emilio, who has scored just two goals in eight games in all competitions despite having a passel of 
chances. 

• “As far as Luciano’s sake, I think he’s fighting the game a little bit,” said the second-year boss. “He wants to 
score so bad. But it’ll come, and when it does come, we have the confidence in him that we did last year, that 
they’re going to come in bunches. So we just have to make sure that we’re harder to play against and the rest 
will fall into place.”

REAL SALT LAKE 
Real Salt Lake began their two-game road swing on a down note, the only goal of the game coming from a free kick in a 
1-0 loss to Toronto FC last Saturday afternoon at BMO Field. Real have four points from four matches, in a three-way 
tie for third place in the Western Conference with Chivas USA and the LA Galaxy, four points behind FC Dallas. 
LAST MATCH 

• Toronto FC were returning home following just the club's second-ever win on the road, a 3-2 victory at the Los 
Angeles Galaxy, while Real Salt Lake were coming off their first victory of the new season, 4-0 at home against 
D.C. United. 

• The game's lone goal came just after the half-hour mark. Amado Guevara was tripped up almost right on the 
line marking the penalty area, and Laurent Robert drove the resulting free kick under the RSL wall and past 
goalkeeper Nick Rimando for his first MLS goal. 

• Real were held without an attempt at goal over the opening 45 minutes, but turned the tide in the second half. 
Yet their best chance didn't find the target, a full volley from Dema Kovalenko screwing well wide of the right-
hand post from the heart of the area. 

• RSL head coach Jason Kreis made one change to the team that defeated D.C. United 4-0 the Saturday before. 
Robbie Findley came back into the starting team, replacing Fabian Espindola. 

• Here’s Kreis’s team (4-3-1-2): Nick Rimando – Chris Wingert, Matias Mantilla, Nat Borchers, Ian Joy (Andy 
Williams 62) – Dema Kovalenko (Yura Movsisyan 79), Nathan Sturgis (Carey Talley 27), Kyle Beckerman –

• "I think we came out tactically and played that game a little bit wrong, to be honest," said Kreis. "The coaching 
staff takes full responsibility for that. [We were] sitting back when perhaps we should've pressed them from 
minute one, which is the tactic we took up in the second half." 

TEAM NEWS 
• Real managed only one attempt at goal in the opening 45 minutes and barely got the ball out of their own end. 

After the break, they had more of the ball and created more chances. 
• "Tactically I thought we had to go out and high-press them as we would at home, treating it as though it was 

our home game for the first 15 minutes," Kreis said. "And I thought the soccer needed to be better. I thought 
there wasn't enough space between the ball and our guys were giving the ball away a bit needlessly in the first 
half." 

• Kreis tinkered with his formation midway through the second half, bringing on midfielder Andy Williams for Ian 
Joy in the 63rd minute and going with a 3-5-2 formation. RSL immediately got a pair of good scoring chances 
and ultimately outshot the Reds 8-4 in the second half. 

• "We responded well," midfielder Kyle Beckerman said. "We didn't get the goal, but we responded well. We 
showed some good soccer which we can do. If we can just do that right from the start, we'll be all right." 

• Still, despite the loss and the poor opening 45 minutes, Kreis was pleased with the way his club dealt with 
Toronto FC and felt they still deserved to come away with something. 

• "We've got a really good understanding of how we want to defend as a team," Kreis said. "Again, it's not about 
the two center backs, or the back four, or the back four plus one. It's about the effort the entire team puts forth 
defensively." 

• Said goalkeeper Nick Rimando: "When we went at them in the second half, it seemed like we played better and 
defended better. We got some opportunities and going into D.C. that's what we're going to need. We're going 
to need more opportunities to win the game." 

• Midfielder Nathan Sturgis is listed as out for the United match. Sturgis suffered a hamstring strain on Saturday 
in Toronto and had to be carried off the field in the 27th minute.

RSL HISTORY
United will be looking to avenge one of its worst losses 
in recent history - a 4-0 loss in Salt Lake on 4/12. United’s 
all-time record against RSL is 3-3-1, but D.C. is 2-0-1 at 
home. Last year, United won 2-1 at home (9/12/07). 

CURTIN, DOE, ZAHER SIGNED
United recently signed three players - defender Jeff 
Curtin, forward Francis Doe and defender Mike Zaher. 
Doe spent last year with the New York Red Bulls, Curtin 
was with Chicago for the previous two years and Zaher 
was acquired from Toronto FC after being selected by the 
club in the ‘08 SuperDraft. Full bios can be found in the 
Supplemental Bios section that follows. 

RESERVES WIN FIRST GAME
United’s reserve squad won their first game of the year 
on 4/18 - a come-from-behind 3-2 win over the visiting 
Columbus Crew. D.C. was down 2-0, but got second 
half goals from Dan Stratford, Jeremy Barlow and Ryan 
Cordeiro (in the 90th minute) to secure the win. 

MOOSE WAIVED
United waived Justin Moose on Tuesday, 4/15. The 
midfielder requested the move in order that he could sign 
with the USL-1’s Vancouver Whitecaps. He was originally 
drafted by the club in the first round (seventh overall) of 
the 2006 MLS SuperDraft, making just one first team 
appearance (for one minute on the pitch) during his rookie 
year. Last year, he saw time in seven games (four starts), 
totaling 319 minutes on the field

DISAPPOINTMENT IN SALT LAKE
United suffered a 4-0 loss on Saturday (4/12) at the hands 
of Real Salt Lake. It was the team’s worst regular season 
defeat since a 5-1 loss to FC Dallas on July 24, 2004. 

OUSTED FROM  CHAMPIONS’ CUP
United has been ousted from CONCACAF Champions’ 
Cup play, falling on aggregate 3-2 to Pachuca CF (Mexi-
co). After falling in the first leg 2-0, D.C. fell short in the 
return leg at home, managing a 2-1 win, but falling in the 
series. In the second leg, United was down 1-0 before 
getting two late goals from Rod Dyachenko (85th minute) 
and Franco Niell (90th). The much-needed third goal did 
not come, however. 

CHAMPIONS’ CUP QUARTERFINAL RECAP
Following a 6-1 aggregate victory over Jamaica’s Harbour 
View FC, United advanced to the semifinal round of the 
2008 CONCACAF Champions’ Cup. D.C. battled Harbour 
View to a 1-1 draw in Kingston on 3/12, but then throttled 
the visitors 5-0 at RFK Stadium on 3/18.  

CONCACAF CHAMPIONS’ CUP HISTORY
United finished 2008’s run with an all-time record of 12-
5-3 in CONCACAF Champions’ Cup play. The team has 
competed in the tournament more than any other MLS 
team, having previously participated in 1997, 1998, 1999, 
2001, 2005 and 2007. United became the first MLS team 
to win Champions’ Cup when it captured the title in 1998 
by defeating Toluca. Last year, United advanced past CD 
Olimpia 7-3 on aggregate before falling in the semifinal 
round to CD Guadalajara 3-2 on aggregate.

MAGNIFICENT MCTAVISH
D.C. United’s Devon McTavish went on a tear in the 
first round of the CONCACAF Champions’ Cup versus 
Harbour View, tallying three goals in two games. His first 
came in the team’s 1-1 draw on 3/12 in Jamaica – his first 
career first team goal – before adding two more in the 
club’s 5-0 throttling in the return leg at RFK Stadium on 
3/18. 

QUARANTA’S RETURN
Santino Quaranta made his official return to RFK Stadium 
in the team’s 5-0 win over Harbour View on March 18. 
The midfielder came on as a sub in the 64th minute and 
had a hand in three United goals, earning two assists. 
The 23-year-old originally began his career with United in 
2001 at just 16. He was traded to Los Angeles in 2006, 
before being shipped to New York the following season. 
He re-signed with United on March 6. He added a goal in 
the team’s MLS home opener, a 4-1 win over Toronto on 
4/5. 
 
MLS WIN #1
After a 2-0 season-opening loss to the Kansas City Wiz-
ards on 3/29, United rebounded nicely with a 4-1 victory 
over visiting Toronto FC on 4/5. Luciano Emilio, Santino 
Quaranta, Marcelo Gallardo and Jaime Moreno all tallied 
in the win. United’s next League game is Saturday (4/12) 
against Real Salt Lake at Rice-Eccles Stadium. 

GOAL KING MORENO 
Moreno’s second half goal against Toronto (on 4/5) in-
creased his career goal total to 113, most in MLS regular 
season history. United’s longest tenured player sits four 
goals ahead of Chivas USA’s Ante Razov. 

INTERNATIONAL FLAVOR
With the addition of a few players this year, United now 
has one of the most diverse teams in MLS. The club has 
players representing the following countries: Argentina, 
Bolivia, Brazil, Colombia, England, Peru, Russia and the 
U.S. 

BARLOW SIGNED
This week, United obtained Jeremey Barlow from the 
Houston Dynamo in exchange for the club’s natural third 
round selection in the 2009 MLS Supplemental Draft. On 
Thursday, March 20, the team signed the midfielder to 
a developmental contract. He was originally selected by 
the Dynamo in the fourth round (56th overall) of the 2008 
MLS SuperDraft and will begin fighting for a roster spot 
this week. Barlow is a product of the D.C. United Acad-
emy and played four seasons at the University of Virginia. 

KICKOFF LUNCHEON A SUCCESS 
On Tuesday, March 25, United and its non-profit arm, 
United for D.C., held its sixth annual Kickoff Luncheon. 
The event, which featured MLS Commissioner Don 
Garber as the keynote speaker, raised over $42,000 for 
United for D.C.’s many community-minded initiatives.

MAN OF THE MATCH AUCTIONS
Returning again this year is United’s Man of the Match 
auctions.

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2007 MLS RECAP
D.C. United enters the 2008 season following a 2007 
campaign that was both successful and disappointing. 
The Black-and-Red added its eleventh major trophy to 
its case after putting together the best regular season 
record (16-7-7) in MLS and thus capturing the Supporters’ 
Shield. Though the team failed to capture any additional 
hardware and fell short in MLS Cup playoffs – and miss-
ing out on a chance to play in MLS Cup at RFK Stadium 
– after being ousted by the Chicago Fire in the first round. 
The team scored the most goals (56) and had the best 
goal differential (+22) in the League. 

2007 INDIVIDUAL HONORS
With the best regular season record came a number of 
individual awards for the members of United last year. 
Luciano Emilio took home three trophies, as the League’s 
Golden Boot winner (for scoring the most goals - 20), 
the Newcomer of the Year and the League’s MVP. Emilio 
was joined on the year-end Best XI list by teammate Ben 
Olsen and former teammate Christian Gomez.

GAUNTLET: Real Salt Lake’s first four games of the 
2008 season have represented the pinnacle in schedule 
strength to kick off the season … RSL’s 1-1 home draw vs. 
Chicago on March 29 meant that the Fire had lost just 
twice in its last 16 games since signing Mexican superstar 
Cuauhtémoc Blanco (7-2-7), while the following 3-1 loss at 
Chivas USA boosted the defending Western Conference 
regular season champion’s record in its last 17 games to 
9-2-6 … The only team more successful than Chivas USA 
last season was MLS Supporters Shield winner D.C. 
United, who RSL took down 4-0 on April 12 to claim its first 
win of the campaign … MLS’s most hostile environment of 
BMO Field was as tough as advertised last Saturday 
during RSL’s 1-0 loss to a resurgent Toronto FC side, and 
the RFK Stadium faithful are expected to be even less 
hospitable this Saturday when RSL travels to United to 
take on one of the most successful home sides in league 
history (110-49-26) … 
 
18 MAN ROSTER 4-FOR-4… Continuity has not been 
a trait associated with Real Salt Lake during its first three 
seasons, but Head Coach Jason Kreis showed some 
early consistency in this 2008 season by penciling in the 
same 18-man roster for its first four contests … The same 
14 players saw the field in each of the squad’s first two 
contests – with three flip-flopping starting and bench roles 
between the Chicago and Chivas USA games – while a 
15th different player, D/M Nathan Sturgis got his first turn of 
the season in the starting line-up on April 12 against D.C. 
United and a 16th player, D/M Tony Beltran, earned his first 
minutes of the season off the bench in the 4-0 win …  
 
… BUT INJURY SIDELINES STURGIS: Kreis will be 
forced to deviate from his steady 18-man roster this 
weekend, as Nathan Sturgis will be unavailable due injury

sidelines after straining his left hamstring early on in RSL’s

Black-and-Red … Beckerman hails from nearby Crofton,

RSL HOPES TO REVERSE ROAD WOES: Real Salt 
Lake has gone without a point from its first two road 
contests, continuing the away woes the club has suffered 
from throughout its short history … Last weekend’s defeat at 
Toronto FC dropped RSL’s all-time road mark to 6-33-10, 
which includes an 0-2-1 mark in road contest at D.C. United 
… After starting 2008 with 3 of 5 games away from home,

AND THEN THERE WERE THREE:  All these moves 
have left just three players from RSL’s Inaugural Season of 
2005 on the club’s 2008 roster – DF Nik Besagno, MF 
Kenny Cutler, and MF Andy Williams … The holdovers 
from RSL’s “Class of 2006” is even slimmer, as MF Carey 
Talley joins those three as the only other player to suit up for 
the club prior to the 2007 campaign …  
 
OVERHAUL NOT JUST FOR ROSTER:  The only 
turnover more complete than RSL’s roster has been to its 
Technical Staff, as three of the team’s four coaches and it’s 
General Manager are all starting their first full season with 
RSL … Head Coach Jason Kreis now has a full preseason 
under his belt with the squad and is looking to improve on 
the 6-13-7 record he compiled in 2007 after retiring on May 
3rd to take over the coaching reigns from John Ellinger … 
Two of Kreis’ assistants – Jeff Cassar and Robin Fraser – 
joined RSL midway through last season, with Brian 
Johnson remaining the only holdover from the previous 
coaching regime … GM Garth Lagerwey is also beginning 
his first full campaign with the side, this after joining the 
squad last September … The RSL braintrust has the 
distinction of being the only Technical Staff in MLS that all 
have playing experience in the League, with all but Johnson 
entering the League during its Inaugural Season in 1996 
(Johnson entered one season later in 1997) …  
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INTERNATIONALLY KNOWN:  There seemed to be 
a method to the RSL Technical Staff’s madness in forming 
this year’s roster, as each of the club’s six non-draftee 
additions have club experience away from the United 
States … RSL was able to lure Americans defender Nat 
Borchers back to MLS from the Norwegian Tippeligaen, 
while American-born and Scottish-bred DF Ian Joy 
decided to leave the German 2nd Bundesliga to return to 
the land of his birth … RSL certainly didn’t forget about 
talent rich South America, as the club brought in Argentine 
MF Matias Cordoba and Colombian DF Jamison Olave, 
while another Scottish link was brought into the side with 
the signing of FW Kenny Deuchar … MF Dema 
Kovalenko is a 10-year MLS veteran, but he has also 
spent time overseas during brief stints in his native 
Ukraine and Germany … And this list doesn’t include the 
Argentine trio of FW Fabian Espíndola, DF Matias 
Mantilla and MF Javier Morales that were added to the 
squad last August …  
 
THE NOT-AS-YOUNG BUT STILL RESTLESS: One 
thing is for sure – the 2008 edition of Real Salt Lake will 
not be as green behind the ears as last year’s side … After 
bringing in a ton of young talent in-season during the ’07 
campaign – including Robbie Findley, Nathan Sturgis, 
Fabian Espíndola, and Yura Movsisyan, just to name a 
few – the RSL Technical Staff chose to fill in the roster with 
more proven commodities this past offseason with the 
additions of Nat Borchers (26), Kenny Deuchar (27), Ian 
Joy (26), Dema Kovalenko (30) and Jamison Olave (26) 
… Even with these additions, Real Salt Lake entered the 
season as the second youngest team in MLS, with an 
average opening-day age of 24 years and 227 days (FC 
Dallas was youngest at 23y, 357d) … The elder statesman 
of this year’s team is 31-year-old Carey Talley, while 17-
year-old Alex Nimo replaces Nik Besagno (20) as the 
youngest member of the squad. 
 
“DR. GOALS” MAKES FIRST HOUSE CALL: It took 
only 74 minutes for FW Kenny Deuchar to make his first 
“house call” for Real Salt Lake, as the Scottish striker put 
home a header in the 57th minute of a 3-1 defeat at Chivas 
USA on April 5, to record his first goal in MLS play … The 
marker for the man known as “Dr. Goals” came just two 
minutes after RSL had fallen behind 2-0, as Deuchar rose 
high eight yards from goal to nod home MF Javier 
Morales’s perfectly taken free kick from the left flank … 
The match at Chivas USA also marked Deuchar’s first 
start in League play for RSL, this after the towering target 
forward made his MLS and RSL debut a week earlier with 
a 17-minute substitute stint against Chicago …  
 
MORE FROM MORALES: After struggling in the assist 
department last season, Real Salt Lake got an 
encouraging sign on April 5 at Chivas USA, when MF 
Javier Morales registered the squad’s first helper of the 
season with his free kick service on FW Kenny Deuchar’s 
57th minute header … The Argentine playmaker now has 3 
assists in an RSL uniform in 11 games (701 minutes of 
play) since joining the squad last August … 

 
NEW AMERICAN KOVALENKO HITS #200:  While 
Kenny Deuchar’s wait to get to America might have seemed 
long thanks to his visa issues during the pre-season, it paled 
in comparison to MF Dema Kovalenko’s lengthy journey to 
become a U.S. citizen – a 17-year goal-in-the-making that 
was realized when he was sworn in during a ceremony in his 
adopted hometown of Chicago on March 17th … The 10-year 
MLS vet Kovalenko took a few less years to reach an MLS 
landmark a couple of weeks ago, as the midfielder became 
the 44th player in League history to see the field in 200 
regular season contests with his placement in the starting XI 
on April 5 at Chivas USA …   
 
PLENTY TO REPLACE: Real Salt Lake’s roster additions 
will have plenty of chances to make their collective mark, as 
the team saw nearly half of its goals and assists and nearly 
60% of its minutes fail to return to the ’08 roster … Players 
that are on this season’s edition of RSL accounted for 52% 
last season’s goals (16 of 31), 55% of last season’s assists 
(11 of 20), and 42% of minutes played … 4 of the 5 goals put 
into goal by RSL this season have come from returning 
players (Beckerman-2, Findley-1, Espindola-1), with Kenny 
Deuchar becoming the first newcomer to score his first goal 
in an RSL uniform, but three of the squad’s five assists have 
been registered by newcomers (Kovalenko-2, Borchers-1), 
with Findley (1) and Morales (1) also contributing …  
 
RSL TRIO HELPS USA BECOME BEIJING BOUND:  
A trio of RSL youngsters – FW Robbie Findley, GK Chris 
Seitz, and M/D Nathan Sturgis – returned to Salt Lake City 
on Monday after helping the U.S. Under-23 Men’s National 
Team qualify for the 2008 Summer Olympic Games during 
the CONCACAF region’s qualifying tournament over the last 
two weeks … Findley saw time in all five of the USA’s 
contests in the competition, including three starting nods, 
while Seitz allowed just one goal in during his three starts 
and Nathan Sturgis featured at both center and left back 
during his four appearances (all starts) … The trio will hope 
that steady play for RSL over the course of the first half of 
the MLS season will pay off with a spot on the USA roster 
that will head to Beijing for the Summer Games, which begin 
August 8th …  
 
WILLIAMS LEADS THE WAY: No matter what the 
statistical category in RSL’s record book, it’s almost a sure 
bet that MF Andy Williams is the squad’s active leader… 
Now entering his fourth season with the squad, “Bomma” is 
the team’s active leader in games played (82), starts (60), 
minutes (5,444), goals (8), assists (12), shots (107), shots on 
goal (41), fouls committed (105), fouls suffered (164), corner 
kicks (127), and, oddly enough, ejections (2) …
