One of only two teams still unbeaten at home on the season, Real Salt Lake return to Rice-Eccles Stadium for 
their second meeting of the year against the San Jose Earthquakes. Last weekend, RSL won for the first time this 
year on the road, knocking off Chivas USA to extend the club’s unbeaten streak to three. San Jose sits at the foot 
of the Western Conference after falling to the LA Galaxy in Oakland. It’s actually the third meeting of the teams 
this year on the Wasatch Front, RSL having won both previous, 3-1 in league play not three weeks ago and once 
in a U.S. Open Cup qualifier.

• This is the second of three meetings between the clubs this season, the second of two on the Wasatch Front in 
less than a month’s time. The season series concludes on Sept. 27 at Buck Shaw Stadium. 

• The teams met four times in Real Salt Lake’s inaugural season – the last for the Earthquakes in the league – 
and San Jose did not lose, coming away with a victory and a draw in each stadium in their four meetings that 
season. 

• The teams also met earlier this year in a U.S. Open Cup play-in match in Salt Lake City, RSL claiming a 
comprehensive 4-0 victory. Kyle Beckerman scored twice (21, 33), Yura Movsisyan once (33) and Andy 
Williams a late fourth.

• RSL rolled to a 3-1 victory against the Earthquakes on May 31 at Rice-Eccles Stadium. Joe Cannon kept the 
scoreline intact for the first half when he saved a Javier Morales penalty kick after just three minutes. 

• But Real finally broke through three minutes after the break. Robbie Findley ran down a long ball on the left 
touchline, turned and cut back inside a defender before launching a blast from outside the area that slipped 
inside Cannon at the near post. 

• On the hour, RSL doubled the lead. Morales took a quality diagonal ball from Findley, split a pair of defenders 
as he skipped into the area and slotted a low shot that rolled underneath a diving Cannon. 

• In the 73rd minute, Real made it 3-0, this time converting from the spot after referee Jorge Gonzalez adjudged 
Nick Garcia to having pulled down Andy Williams in the area. Dema Kovalenko took the resulting penalty, 
sending Cannon the wrong way. 

• Six minutes from the end the Quakes pulled back a consolation marker. Garcia intercepted a clearance and 
sent it back goalward, where Ned Grabavoy's delicate flick found John Cunliffe. He turned and fired a low shot 
that beat Nick Rimando in the RSL goal.

REAL SALT LAKE 
Real Salt Lake made some club history with a 1-0 win at Chivas USA at The Home Depot Center on Saturday evening. 
RSL now have 15 points from 12 matches in the Western Conference, sitting tied for fourth in the Western Conference, 
level with the Colorado Rapids, a point behind FC Dallas and two behind the Houston Dynamo. 
LAST MATCH 

• Chivas USA were back home after seeing their three-game winning streak come to an end the week before in 
New York, while Real Salt Lake were on the road, where they had not won all season. 

• But on a night of firsts for RSL, Robbie Findley scored the game's only goal in the 34th minute. Taking a 
through ball from Kyle Beckerman that split the Chivas backline, Findley raced into the area, rounding MLS 
debutant Dan Kennedy and slid the ball into the open goal for his third goal on the campaign. 

• It was the first time Real had ever led Chivas USA in Carson, and when the match was over, it was the first 
victory in eight trips to face the Red-and-White at The Home Depot Center, having previously taken just one 
point. 

• RSL head coach Jason Kreis made one change to the team that played to a scoreless draw with the Kansas 
City Wizards the previous weekend. Matias Cordoba came in on the right of a reworked RSL midfield as Andy 
Williams was away on national team duty.

• “I’m so, so proud of the guys. I said at halftime to them that ‘here we are again, in a spot that we’ve talked 
about multiple times this season, so let’s show everybody, let’s show ourselves that we’ve learned something,’ 
and the guys did a fantastic job with that,” Kreis said. “They’ve taken a big step forward by showing that they’re 
learning.” 

TEAM NEWS 
• With Andy Williams away on international duty, Kreis set out his stall with Kenny Deuchar as a lone striker. 
• "I think it caused them some problems, I think they weren’t sure what to do with it and it made us very difficult 

to break down. It really limited the space in the midfield for them. I think our two, Robbie [Findley] and [Matias] 
Cordoba did a pretty decent job of getting back on their outside backs, so they probably couldn’t get forward as 
often as they would’ve liked,” Kreis said. “I think a lot of the things worked well for us tonight. I would say that 
offensively we weren’t nearly as strong as we have been in prior matches and I think we’ll have to get used to 
playing that way so we can figure out how to generate more offensively from it." 

• The win was RSL’s first on the road, coming after a four-game away losing streak, and also was their first 1-0 
victory on the season. 

• "The difference for me is that when you maybe don’t play well and you pick up a result it’s a big leap for you 
mentally. And if you play well and don’t get a result it can still be in the back of your mind that you’re losing 
games,” Kreis said. “For me, there’s so much of this game, and these seasons, that’s about mentality. To pick 
up a win like this will be a huge boost for us, not because we played particularly well tonight, but because we 
picked up a hard-fought win." 

• After recording one shutout in the first 10 games, Real have now put together back-to-back clean sheets. 
• "We knew as a team that we could do it, we knew all along. It was just concentrating for the whole 90 and then 

playing and fighting, and we did that tonight. From [Nat] Borchers to [Jamison] Olave and [Chris] Wingert and 
Tony [Beltran] outside we all played good, and it wasn’t just them in the defense, it was the whole midfield and 
the forwards, and together we won that game,” said goalkeeper Nick Rimando. 

• The win was RSL’s second in three matches and moved them into a tie for third place in the Western 
Conference standings. RSL returns home for two matches this week, with New England coming to the Wasatch 
Front on the weekend. 

• “We got that first road win off our back and now it’s time to roll with it,” said Beckerman. “We’re still going to 
have some bumps in the road but this was a big win. We raised the bar today.” 
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SAN JOSE EARTHQUAKES 
The LA Galaxy won the second California Clasico of the season, rolling past the San Jose Earthquakes 3-0 at McAfee 
Coliseum in Oakland last Saturday evening. The Earthquakes have 10 points from 11 matches on the season, sitting in 
seventh place in the Western Conference, four points behind Chivas USA. 
LAST MATCH 

• The Earthquakes and Galaxy were meeting in the first California Clasico in northern California in more than two 
years. The Galaxy were winners of three of their last four, while the Quakes had rebounded to win two of their 
last three. 

• But the visitors were in a rampant mood from the start, and took just six minutes to open the scoring. David 
Beckham floated a cross from the right flank, Josh Tudela provided a knockdown header and Edson Buddle 
hammered a full volley inside the left-hand post for the opener. 

• After the break, the Galaxy put away the game with two goals in six minutes. In the 63rd minute, Ante Jazic 
was freed down the left touchline and swung in a pinpoint cross from the corner. Buddle stuck his head in in 
front of Quakes defender Ryan Cochrane to nod home the second. 

• Then in the 68th, Buddle completed his second hat trick of the season. Again it was from a cross, this time 
provided by Mike Randolph on the left flank, which Buddle clinically finished for his eighth goal on the campaign 
and seventh in the last five games, second in the MLS Golden Boot standings to LA teammate Landon 
Donovan. 

• Earthquakes head coach Frank Yallop made one change to the team that defeated the Columbus Crew 2-0 the 
previous weekend. With James Riley suspended, Adam Smarte made his MLS debut, at right back.

• “I think the game was quite even,” Yallop said, “(except for) the quality in the final third. We didn’t have it, and 
they did. The quality of the three goals was very good, and showed the difference between the two sides. I 
think most of the game was pretty even, but (LA had) three quality strikes by Edson Buddle, and the service to 
him was very good.” 

TEAM NEWS 
• With Kei Kamara (Sierra Leone) and Ivan Guerrero (Honduras) away on national team duty, San Jose had to 

juggle their lineup a bit. John Cunliffe got the start alongside Ryan Johnson at forward for the Earthquakes, 
while Adam Smarte made his MLS debut at right back. 

• “I think we missed Kei (Kamara) a bit,” Yallop said. “Kei was just beginning to get going; he scored a goal 
against Houston, and then he’s gone for five games. With a light squad, I don’t think we can afford to have 
those guys missing. We had two rookies on the field, Adam Smarte started, and he had not seen any minutes, 
and Jamil Roberts came on as a sub. We make no excuses, these guys have been with us for a bit and tried 
their best but I think it showed we’re lacking quality in some areas.” 

• After a four-game winless streak, the Earthquakes have alternated wins and losses. But they have just one 
home victory in five matches in northern California, fewest home wins of any team in MLS. 

• “I look at the whole picture,” Yallop said. “When you look over 11 games and how we’ve done I think we’ve 
played better than the points have showed. But in the end, in this league you’ve got to get points. That’s the big 
thing. We’ve talked about it, and we still have a chance. We’re not miles adrift from the top of the table, so 
there’s something to shoot for, to try and get there by the end of the season. But obviously we’ve got to pick up 
some more points, and win these types of games at home.” 

• The crowd of 39, was the largest crowd for a standalone MLS game in Earthquakes club history. The club 
record of 73,123, set July 4, 1999 at Stanford Stadium, came as part of a doubleheader with a Women’s World 
Cup semifinal between the USA and Brazil 

• “It was a good crowd tonight, but we feel bad that we didn’t play better for them. It was probably our worst 
game collectively as a unit. We just didn’t step up,” said goalkeeper Joe Cannon. 

• The Earthquakes face four consecutive games on the road, beginning with Wednesday's trip to face Real Salt 
Lake. They won't be back in northern California for a home game until July 12, when the Colorado Rapids 
come calling. 

• “The hope is that we come together on the road and get some results. We have a ton of away games now. 
We’re not at home for more than a month, so we can’t put our heads down,” said Cannon.

HOLDING THE FIRST HALF HOUR: Real Salt Lake 
has come flying out of the gates during its first 12 League 
games, outscoring the opposition 5-0 in the opening half 
hour and becoming the last team in MLS to not allow a goal 
in the opening 30 minutes … But the wheels begin to come 
off shortly after, as RSL has been outscored 4-8 in the 
middle third of its contests … The last half hour of RSL 
matches is “Must-See TV,” as the Utah side has scored 
seven times in the final 30 minutes of contests (T-5th most in 
MLS) while allowing nine tallies in the same time frame (T-
2nd most in MLS)  …  
 
THE PENALTY PHASE BEGINS:  Real Salt Lake went 
its first nine games without getting the benefit of a penalty 
kick call, but the wait paid off with two spot kicks on May 31 
against San Jose … MF Javier Morales nearly got the 
match off to a dream start just minutes into the contest, only 
to see ‘Quakes GK Joe Cannon smother the shot at his 
right post … RSL got another chance when MF Andy 
Williams drew a foul inside the area in the 73rd minute, as 
MF Dema Kovalenko blasted the ensuing kick into the left 
side of goal … Cannon (1 PK save) equaled RSL ‘keeper 
Nick Rimando (0 saves) with his third PK defense of the 
season, the duo sitting one behind Will Hesmer (CLB, 3 
saves) for the most spot kicks faced thus far in 2008 …   
 
GETTING SOME ASSIST-ANCE:  Real Salt Lake’s 15 
assists through 12 games might not pop off the stat sheet 
(9th in MLS), but it marks a tremendous improvement from 
the 2007 squad that managed just 20 helpers all of last 
season … It took Salt Lake 27 games last year to record its 
15th assist of the season, doing so on Sept. 29 @ NY when 
the squad collected four assists in a 2-2 draw … While MF 
Javier Morales is leading the team – and MLS – with seven 
helpers, FW Robbie Findley (2), MF Dema Kovalenko (2), 
MF Andy Williams (1), DF Tony Beltran (1), DF Nat 
Borchers (1), and MF Kyle Beckerman (1), have also lent a 
helping hand – or foot – thus far in 2008 …  
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SUPER SUBS SO FAR:  Real Salt has equaled half of 
its goal-scoring production off the bench from last season, 
with FW Robbie Findley’s super-sub performance in a 3-
1 win over San Jose on May 31 giving the Utah side three 
goals off the bench so far in 2008 … In fact, the first two of  
Findley’s three strikes this year have come off the 
substitute’s bench, his first coming in RSL’s 4-0 victory 
over D.C. United on April 12 … FW Fabian Espíndola has 
RSL’s other bench tally on the season, which came in the 
69th minute of RSL’s previous contest, a 2-1 defeat at FC 
Dallas on May 24 … Real Salt Lake managed just six 
goals from the bench in last year’s 30-game slate, with 
Findley (2) joining Chris Brown, Kyle Brown, Javier 
Morales, and Andy Williams on last season’s super-sub 
list …  
 
FINDLEY SWEEPS MLS PLAYER AND GOAL OF 
THE WEEK HONORS FOR WEEK 10:  Real Salt 
Lake FW Robbie Findley was voted Major League 
Soccer’s Player of the Week for Week 10 of the 2008 
season on June 2 … Findley was the catalyst for RSL on 
May 31at Rice-Eccles-Stadium with his insertion just 
before halftime paying dividends after the break, as his 
48th minute goal from distance started the night’s scoring 
while his assist on MF Javier Morales’ 60th minute game-
winner paced the home side to a 3-1 win over the San 
Jose Earthquakes … This is the first Player of the Week 
award for the 22-year-old Findley, who became the first 
Real Salt Lake to earn the honor since former FW Jeff 
Cunningham garnered the award in Week 1 of the 2007 
campaign for his two-goal effort on April 7, 2007, against 
FC Dallas … But the accolades didn’t stop there for 
Findley, whose 25-yard, one-hop effort tucked just inside 
Joe Cannon’s right post was also voted by fans as the 
Sierra Mist MLS Goal of the Week for Week 10 … 
Findley was also the last Real Salt Lake player to earn the 
Goal of the Week honor, as his breakaway finish in a 1-0 
win over Houston on August 4, 2007, earned the Oregon 
State product the award …  
 
STARS SHINING AGAINST RSL: You can add 
Colorado MF Christian Gomez to the list of high-profile 
players to tally against Real Salt Lake this season, as the 
2006 MLS MVP converted a game-clinching penalty kick 
for the Rapids in a 2-0 defeat of RSL on May 15 … The 
“Parade of Stars” was on display three weekends ago 
when FC Dallas striker Kenny Cooper connected on a 
near post blast from an acute angle, this after the squad 
was twice victimized by LA’s David Beckham the week 
prior, which came one week after D.C. United MF Marcelo 
Gallardo was awarded the Goal of the Week for his volley 
at RFK Stadium on April 26 … Chicago MF Cuauhtémoc 
Blanco started the trend in the season opener on March 
29, with his stoppage-time, side-net-seeking equalizer 
resulting in a 1-1 draw, bringing back reminders of his 
Goal of the Year effort last season at Rice-Eccles …  
 
 
 
 

 
WILLIAMS LEADS THE WAY: No matter what the 
statistical category in RSL’s record book, it’s almost a sure 
bet that MF Andy Williams is the squad’s active leader 
(bolded indicated also career leader)… Now entering his 
fourth season with the squad, “Bomma” is the team’s active 
leader in games played (90), starts (65), minutes (5,978), 
goals (8), assists (13), shots (118), shots on goal (44), fouls 
committed (115), fouls suffered (173), corner kicks (148), 
and, oddly enough, ejections (2) … With his 70-minute 
performance last week against Kansas City, Williams passed 
the legendary Eddie Pope for the team’s all-time lead in 
minutes played, surpassing the former RSL defender in the 
31st minute of the scoreless draw … In addition, Williams 
continues to climb up the League’s career charts in a pair of 
categories – fouls suffered and corner kicks:

20/28 VISION: Real Salt Lake’s roster overhaul since the 
beginning of last season has been impossible to miss, but 
even the final results are a bit surprising, as 20 of the 27 
players on the 2008 opening day roster were not members 
of the squad at the beginning of the 2007 campaign …  
 
DEBUT DOZEN: Twelve of those 20 players were 
acquired in this past offseason, with five coming to the squad 
via signings or loans from other clubs, six via the MLS 
SuperDraft or Supplemental Draft, and one by trade:

RSL’s elder statesman this season, his third with the 
squad and 11th in Major League Soccer … Talley ends his 
RSL tenure in 3rd place on the team’s career charts with 60 
games played; 58 games started; 5,120 minutes played; 
and nine assists; while also placing seventh with six goals 
…  
 
INTERNATIONALLY KNOWN:  There seemed to be 
a method to the RSL Technical Staff’s madness in forming 
this year’s roster, as each of the club’s six non-draftee 
additions have club experience away from the United 
States … RSL was able to lure Americans defender Nat 
Borchers back to MLS from the Norwegian Tippeligaen, 
while American-born and Scottish-bred DF Ian Joy 
decided to leave the German 2nd Bundesliga to return to 
the land of his birth … RSL certainly didn’t forget about 
talent rich South America, as the club brought in Argentine 
MF Matias Cordoba and Colombian DF Jamison Olave, 
while another Scottish link was brought into the side with 
the signing of FW Kenny Deuchar … MF Dema 
Kovalenko is a 10-year MLS veteran, but he has also 
spent time overseas during brief stints in his native 
Ukraine and Germany … And this list doesn’t include the 
Argentine trio of FW Fabian Espíndola, DF Matias 
Mantilla and MF Javier Morales that were added to the 
squad last August …  
 
AND THEN THERE WERE THREE:  All the roster 
moves in the last year have left just three players from 
RSL’s Inaugural Season of 2005 on the club’s 2008 roster 
– DF Nik Besagno, MF Kenny Cutler, and MF Andy 
Williams … RSL saw the last of its “Class of 2006” depart 
on Friday, when MF Carey Talley was traded to Chivas 
USA in early May, leaving Besagno, Cutler, & Williams as 
the only three players to suit up for the club prior to the 
2007 campaign … With Williams on leave with the 
Jamaican National Team and Besagno loaned to the USL-
1’s Seattle Sounders, Cutler will be the only “RSL Original” 
available for selection this Wednesday against San Jose

two weeks … Findley saw time in all five of the USA’s 
contests in the competition, including three starting nods, 
while Seitz allowed just one goal in during his three starts 
and Nathan Sturgis featured at both center and left back 
during his four appearances (all starts) … The trio hopes that 
steady play for RSL over the course of the first half of the

The Earthquakes and RSL met on April 30 for the first time in the Lamar Hunt U.S. Open Cup with Real Salt Lake earning a 4-0 win … 
The Quakes loss to RSL for the first time in team history on May 31 when RSL defeated the Quakes 3-1 at Rice-Eccles Stadium … RSL 
was an expansion team in 2005, so the Quakes and RSL have only met six times in their history, with San Jose winning twice and 
earning two draws in 2005 … The two teams tied 2-2 in the first ever meeting on Apr. 30, 2005 with Alejandro Moreno scoring a late goal 
for San Jose to tie the game … RSL was the last regular season opponent to play against the Quakes at Spartan Stadium, earning a 2-2 
tie on Oct. 8, 2005. 
 
RSL All-Time Leaders vs. San Jose 
Dema Kovalenko has four career goals in 15 games played against San Jose and Andy Williams has scored twice in his career vs. the 
Quakes. 
 
Quakes All-Time Leaders vs. RSL 
Forward John Cunliffe has scored three goals against Real Salt Lake. He scored twice vs. Real Salt Lake on Oct. 6, 2007, while playing 
for Chivas USA and one for the Quakes on May 31, 2008 … Ronnie O’Brien and Gavin Glinton have both scored one goal against RSL, 
while Ivan Guerrero has three assists vs. RSL in his career … Jovan Kirovski has played against RSL 15 times and has two goals and 
one assist. 
 
Cannon Among the All-Time Leaders 
Earthquakes goalkeeper Joe Cannon is among the all-time league leaders in Major League Soccer history in a number of goalkeeping 
categories. He is currently fourth all-time in MLS in appearances (227), fourth in minutes (20,445), fourth all-time in saves (949), third all-
time in shutouts (59), fifth all-time in wins (87) and ninth all-time in goals against average (1.31). For San Jose goalkeepers, Cannon is 
first in club history in appearances (112), first in minutes played (10,251), first in saves (479), first in wins (49), first in shutouts (29) and 
second in goals against average (1.28) and saves percentage (74.2). He also holds the team's all-time record for saves in a game with 
12 on July 8, 2000 at Colorado.  
 
Quakes in June 
The Quakes are strong in the month of June, compiling a 25-15-10 record overall, the best month in franchise history. The team went 
unbeaten in June in 2001 (3-0-1) and 2005 (3-0-2). The team is also 11-7-6 in June under Frank Yallop. 
 
Milestones in June 
Amir Lowery made his first career appearance on June 18, 2005 when he played for the Colorado Rapids against Chivas USA … Gavin 
Glinton has notched four of his five career assists in June … Nick Garcia has started and played 40 games in June. He scored the only 
goal of his career against D.C. United on June 28, 2006.  
 
Quakes Above .500 
The Earthquakes all-time MLS record is above the .500 mark. The Quakes all-time regular season MLS record is 137-132-48. They had 
the third-best regular season record in MLS history at the conclusion of the 2005 season at 134-125-47.  
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Halftime Success 
The Earthquakes remain amongst the best in league history in holding onto a half-time lead despite losing to the Columbus Crew 3-2 on 
May 10. That game marked the team's first loss since 1999 when holding a halftime lead. Since the beginning of the 2000 season, the 
Earthquakes are now 50-1-8 in games when leading at the half, including 8-0-1 in 2003, 7-0-1 in 2004 and 7-0-3 in 2005.  
 
Record Unbeaten Streak at Home Snapped 
The Earthquakes set an MLS record with their August 7, 2004 win against D.C. United, extending their unbeaten streak at home to 46 
games when scoring first. That streak reached 57 games after the Earthquakes’ 2-2 tie with Real Salt Lake on October 8, 2005. However 
after scoring first against the Columbus Crew on May 10, 2008 the Quakes fell 3-2, halting the streak at 57. The Quakes had not lost at 
home when scoring first since April 3, 1999.  
 
Making the First One Count 
The Quakes scored first and defeated the Columbus Crew 2-0 on June 7. The Earthquakes now own a 64-4-9 record in their last 77 
matches when they score the first goal of the game. They are 3-1-0 this season when scoring first. In 2005, San Jose went undefeated 
at 14-0-5 when scoring first. The Earthquakes were 25-2-2 in 2001 and 2002 when finding the back of the net first. The Quakes only 
gave up leads two times in 2002, losing 2-1 to Los Angeles on July 4 and falling 2-1 to Kansas City on July 27. The team continued that 
trend in 2003, possessing an 11-0-1 mark in the regular season when they scored the first goal. In 2004, the Quakes went 8-1-1 when 
scoring first, the top mark in MLS. The Quakes gave up their lead and lost to Los Angeles on July 4, 2004 for the first time since July 27, 
2002 against Kansas City. The Quakes are also impressive in the playoffs when scoring first, posting a 6-0-0 record.  
 
Scoring First Under Yallop 
During Frank Yallop's first tenure with San Jose, the Earthquakes were one of the best teams in the league when scoring the first goal. 
The team went 36-2-1 from 2001-03 when scoring the first goal of the game. The Quakes only gave up leads two times in 2002, losing 2-
1 to Los Angeles on July 4 and falling 2-1 to Kansas City on July 27. Yallop is now 3-1-0 in 2008 when scoring first after defeating the 
Columbus Crew on June 7.  
 
Corrales Passes Ian Russell, Ties John Doyle in Appearances 
After starting and playing 90 minutes against the Los Angeles Galaxy on June 14, Ramiro Corrales passed former Quakes midfielder 
and current assistant coach Ian Russell (2000-05) in appearances with 132 games in San Jose history. He is now tied with former 
defender and current general manager John Doyle for fouth all-time in appearances. Corrales is the sixth player in team history to play 
more than 10,000 minutes with the team. He has recorded 10,445 minutes as a Quakes player. Next on the list is Troy Dayak (1996-90, 
2001-05), who has played 10,830 minutes.
